



Entrepreneurship Club Constitution
Preamble

We, the members of the Entrepreneurship Club, to fully realize our purpose, do hereby adopt and establish this constitution as the guiding instrument of our Club. 
ARTICLE I:  NAME & PURPOSE

1.1 Name – The name of this club shall be ENTREPRENEURSHP Club 
1.2 Purpose – The purpose of this club shall be to provide a conduit by which students can access relevant entrepreneurial resources, network with prominent community entrepreneurs, and share ideas. To this end, the club is dedicated to furthering understanding about new or small businesses, and about entrepreneurship in all businesses.
ARTICLE II:  MEMBERSHIP
2. Eligibility - Membership shall be open to any current Kingsborough Community College student. Club members may not be on academic or social probation.
ARTICLE III:  OFFICERS

3.1 Officers – The officers shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Public Relations.

3.2 Eligibility – Officers must be currently enrolled, have a minimum of a 2.0 cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA), be a current KCC student, and must not be on academic or social probation.
3.3 Election – The officers shall be elected by ballot at the last meeting of the spring semester by a majority of the vote cast for that office.

3.4 Term – The officers shall serve for one year and their term of office shall begin at the commencement of the fall semester.

3.5 Vacancy – If a vacancy occurs in the office of President, the Vice-President shall assume the office for the remainder of the term and vacancies in any other office shall be filled by a special election.
ARTICLE IV:  DUTIES OF OFFICERS
4.1 President – it shall be the duty of the President to:

· Preside at meetings 

· Call for special meetings

· Vote only in case of a tie 

· Represent the club 

· Appoint committees and chairpersons 

· Oversee all committee activities. 
· Print and distribute agenda for all meetings.
4.2 Vice-President – It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to:

· Assume the duties of the president in his/her absence. 
· Perform any duties delegated by the president. 
4.3 Secretary – It shall be the duty of the Secretary to: 

· Record the minutes of the meetings 

· Keep a file of the club’s records 

· Maintain a current roster of membership 

· Issue notices of meetings and conduct the general correspondence of the club 

4.4 Treasurer – It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to:

· Handle funds and finances for club. 
· Keep financial records. 
· Pay bills and release funds as voted by the general membership. 
· Make financial reports at least once a month at the meeting
 4.5 Public Relations Officer – It shall be the duty of the PR Officer to:

· Handle all aspects of publicity of events and activities organized the Club. 

· Plan publicity strategies

· Design various forms of publicity, such as flyers, texts, leaflets, etc.

· Use social media that are approved and agreed to be used by the Club. 
ARTICLE V:  MEETINGS

5.1 Meetings – Regular meetings shall be held monthly during the regular school year.

5.2 Quorum There must be a quorum (a quorum is 50 percent plus 1 of the active membership) present in order to take care of financial action.
5.3 Minutes must be kept of all financial action with the club Secretary or other officers in the absence of the Secretary. 
ARTICLE VI:  EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
6.1 Responsibility – Management of this club shall be vested in an Executive Committee responsible to the entire membership to uphold these bylaws.

6.2 Membership – This committee shall consist of the officers as listed in Article III and the faculty advisor.

6.3 Meetings – This committee shall meet at least once between regular meetings of the club to organize and plan future activities.

 

ARTICLE VII:  AMENDMENTS

7.1 Selection – these bylaws may be amended by a 51% majority vote of the chapter membership.

7.2 Notice – All members shall receive advance notice of the proposed amendment at least five days before the meeting.
